In line with calculations worked out in the development department at ContiTech Vibration Control in Hanover-Stöcken, the Cummins engines installed in around a dozen of the transit company's buses were equipped with a SCHWINGMETALL® 210444 45Sh A cone mount at six points. By summer the whole transit fleet will have been retrofitted with the high-performance cone mount.
